… is sponsoring The Paver Project for the Library. 
Clubs, churches and businesses are encouraged to purchase pavers to publicize their organizations. Families can purchase several small pavers, one for each child in the family, or a large paver with the family name to represent the entire family. 
Pavers make it possible for citizens to recognize and commemorate the lives of special individuals and the dates of special events. The response to The Paver Project is heartening as people from all walks of life are purchasing pavers for the library. This truly is a community-wide effort. All net proceeds from The Paver Project will go to the building fund to pay off the loan for the library building. 

Pavers are ordered in batches from Clayworks of Austin, Texas. Ceramic artist and Clayworks owner Chris Gray hand-inscribes the terra cotta pavers with the messages specified by donors. Pavers are fired in a kiln and then Woman’s Club volunteer pick them up in Austin to save shipping costs.  

We invite you to visit the library porch on the west side of the library to see the pavers that have already been installed.  

There are three sizes of pavers from which to select: 

4 x 8 inches = costs $50 - has 1 to 2 lines of up to 14 character each.    
8 x 8 inches = costs $100 - has 1 to 4 lines of up to 14 characters each.
 8 x 16 inches = costs $500 - has 1 to 4 lines of up to 28 characters each. 

We will continue to sell pavers until the porch project is complete. It takes six weeks for paver orders to be filled.                                                        
We purchase pavers in large batches to obtain the best price possible.  

It is our hope that every business, church, club, family and citizen be represented with a paver to enable them to leave their mark on the library.
